The Indigenous Language Institute 

(ILI) conducts workshops that provide 

community people with technology 

tools and skills to create audio visual 

stories in the indigenous language.  

The tools empower indigenous      

communities to tell the stories in their 

Native language and from their       

perspective. 

Digital Storytelling Workshop  is a 

three-day workshop to produce an 

audio visual material using         

computer technology and user 

friendly software programs.         

Participants receive instructor      

assisted training and computer     

software use of MovieMaker2,     

A u d a c i t y  a u d i o  s o f t w a r e ,          

GIMPshop, and Windows Media 

Player features. Participants learn to 

create storyboards and focus on 

hands-on lab activities under the 

guidance of instructors to create a 

short audio visual material in their 

Native language.
